	Y.T.P. S.r.l., intervening on behalf of the Shipowner charters to the Client, herein called  "The Charterer", the yacht described in this agreement subject to the following conditions: 

1) Terms of payment – A first deposit payment equal to 25% of the base amount, as confirmation, payable as per contrect date. A further 25% of the base amount as second confirmation payment within 10 days following contract date. The remaining 50% of the base amount plus "Extra" payable up to, and not over, 30 days before embarcation date. Failure to comply will automatically result in annulment of contract.

2) Caution – Upon delivery the Charterer, at the delivery, shall pay to the owner the caution, in cash or travellers cheques, the caution indicated in this contract which will be returned to the Charterer when the yacht is delivered back to the owner, on condition that no reimbursement is necessary as stated in the causes of this agreement. 

3) Cancellation – In case of cancellation of the cruise by the Charterer, all advance payments made previous to the date of cancellation shall be kept by the Shipowner, and the Shipowner reserves the right to return such surms only on condition that he suceeds in chartering the yacht to other partics for the same period, and at the same conditions as those in the present contract. Commission payable to Y.T.P. S.r.l. will, however, be deductible.

4) Subletting – Under no circumstances may the yacht be sublet. 

5) Embarkation – The Shipowner agrees to deliver the yacht on the hour, day and in the port specified, completely manned, appropriately equipped for its size, type and accomodation, and rigged out as necessary, in a clean and seaworthy state, in good condition and ready for use. 

6) Delayed Embarkation – Should the Shipowner fail to deliver the yacht on the specified date, the Charterer may demand reimbursement for that part of the cruise period wich e was unable to utilize or ask to extend the cruise by the number of days corresponding to those of the delay. 

7) Failure to deliver – Should delay in delivery amount to over 36 hours beyond that in point 6, the Charterer may cancel the cruise and demand full reimbursement while, however, renouncing any further claim or damages. 

8) Bad Weather – The Shipowner declines any responsibility for delays in departure or interruptions during the cruise caused by bad weather. In these cases the chartering contract shall nonetheless be considered valid, even if the yacht may for some days be confined to port. 

9) Damage – Should the yacht, due to latent defects or mechanical damage, result unusable for a period or no less than 36 hours, the Shipowner shall reimburse the corresponding part of the charter fee pro rata, or reach an agreement with the Charterer to extend the period of the cruise pro rata.

10) Number of Passengers – The Charterer must only allow the number of passengers stipulated in the contract on board.

11) Animals – The Charterer is forbidden to allow any animal on board.

12) Sailing of the Boat – The Skipper named in the contract shall be the only one authorised to sail the boat and shall be obliged to respect all regulations laid down by the Navigational Code regarding command and sailing. The Skipper will not permit others to sail the boat and undertakes to manage the boat with the same ordinary diligence of a reasonable and prudent man, taking care of both internal and external aspects and, in particular, of equipment and accessories.

13) Running Expenses – The Charterer is required to cover all expenses for the use of and consumption on the boat during the period of the cruise, in particular expenses incurred for fuel, lubricating oil, water, electricity, harbour dues, custom duties, anchoring and mooring in private ports together with those resulting from the use of the wireless installation on board.


	14) Limited Use – The Charterer may utilise the yacht for his or his family’s exclusive use only, or for that of his guest and servants for the period of the cruise, and will not carry passengers or goods for payment, or carry on trade, or in any way break the law of the country under whose jurisdiction the yacht may be at any time. The Charterer shall not take the boat in any port where hostilities have been proclaimed or where blockades exist. 

15) Navigational Limits and Navigability – The yacht will be limited in navigational terms by those stipuleted in the Navigational Code and by those laid down in the insurance policy. The navigability limits will be determined in relation to the actual capacity and conditions of the boat. 

16) Insurance – The Shipowner agrees to insure the yacht against all navigational risks with a blanket insurance policy (ALL RISKS) as well as agreeing to take out an insurance policy for adequate third party crew and passenger cover. In case of accident the Charterer is obliged to inform the Shipowner by telegram as the latter is responsible for the fulfilment of all obligations in the policies (eliminate “crew”). The Charterer reserves the right to inform the Shipowner if he considers the maximum rate of third party risks to be insufficient. In this case the extra expense incurred shall be borne by the Charterer. 

17) Reimbursement – The Charterer is responsible for the replacement of, or the reimbursement for any loss or damage to the yacht, equipment, linen, cutlery, crockery or furnishing caused by himself or members of his group.

18) Disembarkation – The Chartere agrees to deliver the boat on the hour, day and in the port specified in the contract, free of any debts which may have been incurred during the period  of cruise, clean and in the same good conditions in which it was delivered to him.

19) Reconsignment of the Yacth in Advance – Should the Charterer decide to terminate the cruise and return the yacht before the date specified in this contract, the Shipowner is in no way required to make any refund except in cases in which the Shipowner may claim for the boat being delivered to a port not agreed on the contract. 

20) Compliance with Custom Laws – Should the Charterer, his friends, passengers, guests, or any other person on board, infringe the customs regulations of any country where such an infringement might result in the confiscation of the yacht by the authorities of the country, this contract shall then be considered null and void, without however compromising in any way the previously agreed righs of the Shipowner . 

21) Commission for Brokerage – Brokerage commissions, calculated on the basis of the gross fee, shall be paid by the Shipowner when the contract is signed, to  Y.T.P. S.r.l.  The above mentioned commission is also due on extension or renewal of the contract. Shoul the yacht be sold to the Charterer during, or as a result of the charter, the Shipowner and the Charterer shall pay to  Y.T.P. S.r.l. the usual commissions on the sale price. Should this contract be partially or totally annulled by any action taken by one or both parties, the Shipowner and the Charterer may no way whatsoever require  Y.T.P. S.r.l. to return the brokerage commissions. 

22) Correctness of Data – The Charterer hereby declares that all data relating to himself and those referring to the skipper. 

23) Reference to Laws – For all questions not expressly laid down in this contract, reference should be made to the legislative norms currently in force. 

24) Disputes – Each and any dispute regarding the interpretation of fulfilment of this contract will come under the competence of the Rome Tribunal
